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Memorandum of Understanding on
Cooperation
Between
National Library& Archives of the Islamic
Republic of Iran
And The Institute of Iranian Studies of the
Austrian Academy of Sciences

The National Library and Archives of the Islamic Republic of
Iran, and The Institute of Iranian Studies of the Austrian
Academy of Sciences in Vienna, Austria which will
hereinafter, be referred to as parties, with the aim of
boosting cultural relations and develop mutual interests, in
accordance with their domestic laws and regulations and in
pursuit of former co operations, the parties have agreed
upon the following:

Article 1: Sharing Information and Experiences and Exchanging
of Professors and Experts

1.1-The parties exchange experience and information
related to library and information science, developing
electronic resources and digital library, codification of
manuscript resources, digitization , resource sharing
,acquisition, cataloguing, conservation and restoration of
various sources and other specialized fields.

1.2-Exchange of professors and experts and visits to
transfer experience in related fields will be in accordance
with each country's laws and regulations. The exchange
period of professors and experts can be defined according to
the topic by mutual consent of the parties. The conditions of
each exchange will be subject to a separate agreement.

Article 2: Exchange of Library Materials

2.1-The parties exchange list of any exchangeable
library resources including manuscripts, printed and non-
book information resources and available information of
new annual publications.

2.2-Each  party  dispatches resources, books,
periodicals, non-book materials and other electronic from
the lists according to Article 2.1 publications requested by
the other party, if available and under mutually agreed
lending conditions.
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2.3-The parties make and dispatch digital copies of
manuscripts, books and lithographs requested by the other
party, if it is possible under the respective copy right laws.

Article 3: Arrangement of Courses, Workshops, Exhibitions,
seminars and Conferences

3.1-The parties hold joint exhibitions to introduce
their organizations in other party’s organization. The
exhibition can show images of manuscripts,  films,
documents, posters or images.

3.2-Each party will cooperate in hosting and holding
courses, training workshops, seminars and conferences.

3.3-For each exhibition, course, training, workshop,
seminar or conference a separate written agreement will be
concluded between the parties.

Article 4: Research Collaborations

The parties cooperate in joint research projects in library
science, information science, Studies related to the both
countries and other fields of mutual interest and publication
of professional articles in one another's journals. The
individual projects will be subject to separate agreements.

Article 5: Confidentiality

Each party is obliged to keep confidential all internal,
technical or commercial information received from the
other party during this cooperation as well as after the
termination of this cooperation.

Article 6: Severability clause

The validity of this MOU shall be unconditional from the
validity of any of its articles.

The invalid provision(s) shall be deemed replaced by such
provision that most closely reflects the intention of the
contracting parties subject to the limitations imposed by the
law and whose economic effect most closely corresponds to
that of the invalid provision(s).
